A motion was made by Thomas Emm and seconded by Diane Rzasa that the ten day suspension of Student #1 be upheld and Student #1 be expelled from Allen-Otter Creek CCSD #65 for the 2011-2012 school year as recommended by the School Administrator.  It was further moved by Mr. Emm and seconded by Mrs. Rzasa that Student #1’s 
expulsion be held in abeyance and Student #1 be administratively transferred to LaSalle County Regional Safe School, 2233 Sixth Street, Suite 2, Peru, IL,  pursuant to Article 13A of the Illinois School Code.  It was further moved by Mr. Emm and seconded by Mrs. Rzasa that the expulsion be held in abeyance only so long as Student #1 attends the alternative school, complies with attendance policies, school rules and any referrals for services or counseling made by the alternative school and successfully completes the alternative school’s curriculum.  Finally, it was moved by Mr. Emm and seconded by Mrs. Rzasa that Student #1 not be permitted on or about District property or at a District related activity, event or function, regardless of location, for the remainder of the 2011-12 school year, including the 8th grade graduation ceremony held at Ransom Grade School.  Roll call:  Bergeson—yea; Byers—yea; Emm—yea; Rogers—yea; Rzasa—yea; Stevens—yea; and Wheeler—yea.  Motion carried 7-0-0.  

In Executive Session we discussed Student#2’s discipline and a motion was made by Thomas Emm and seconded by Diane Rzasa that based upon the evidence and testimony at the expulsion hearing held on August 25, 2011, the Board of Education enters a finding that Student #2 was guilty of the gross misconduct as charged by the District’s Administration.  Roll call:  Bergeson—yea; Byers—yea; Emm—yea; Rogers—yea; Rzasa—yea; Stevens—yea; and Wheeler—yea.  Motion carried 7-0-0.

It was further moved by Mr. Emm and seconded by Mrs. Rzasa that Student #2’s expulsion be held in abeyance and Student #2 be administratively transferred to LaSalle County Regional Safe School, 2233 Sixth Street, Suite 2, Peru, IL, pursuant to Article 13A of the Illinois School code.  It was further moved by Mr. Emm and seconded by Mrs. Rzasa that the expulsion be held in abeyance only so long as Student #2 attends the alternative school, complies with attendance policies, school rules and any referrals for services or counseling made by the alternative school and successfully completes the alternative school’s curriculum.  Finally, it was moved by Mr. Emm and seconded by Mrs. Rzasa that Student #2 not be permitted on or about District property or at a District related activity, event or function, regardless of  location, for the remainder of the 2011-12 school year, unless prior permission is granted by the Superintendent.
